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PROBLEM





Preeclampsia is a leading cause of medically indicated preterm birth. In the past, severe forms of preeclampsia were treated by timely delivery. Current data suggest improved perinatal outcomes with expectant management of certain mothers with preeclampsia with severe features until an antenatal corticosterioid course is completed or until 34 weeks. Patients with preeclampsia without severe features or gestational hypertension should be managed expectantly until 37 weeks. 





APPROACH





PQCNC Labor and Delivery perinatal quality improvement teams shared lessons learned while working to develop potentially better practices and employing quality improvement methodologies to establish a standard of care within North Carolina hospitals. 





ANTICIPATED OUTCOMES





Correct diagnosis of the appropriate hypertensive disorder of pregnancy 


Prompt control severe range blood pressure


Administration of antenatal corticosteroids for women who deliver prior to 34 weeks gestation


Elimination of all deliveries before 37 weeks to mothers with preeclampsia without severe features and gestational hypertension
